PARADE ROUTE:

BEGINS AT MAIN STREET @ CAPEN STREET

SOUTH ON MAIN STREET

SOUTH ON TRUMBULL STREET

WEST ON JEWELL STREET

WEST ON FORD STREET, ENTERING BUSHNELL PARK IN THE VICINITY OF THE TRINITY STREET
ARCH.

STAGING AREA:

BEGINNING AT APPROXIMATELY 10 A.M., MAIN STREET WILL BE CLOSED TO VEHICULAR
TRAFFIC FROM WESTLAND STREET TO WINDSOR STREET. WESTLAND STREET BETWEEN MAIN
STREET AND CLARK STREET WILL BE UTILIZED AS A SECONDARY STAGING AREA AND MAY BE
CLOSED TO VEHICULAR TRAFFIC AS WELL.

MAIN STREET (WESTLAND TO TRUMBULL) — 1200 NOON TO 3 PM
TRUMBULL STREET (MAIN STREET TO JEWELL STREET) — 12:15-3:30 PM
JEWELL STREET/FORD STREET —12:20-4:00 PM

RESIDENTIAL PARKING BANS:
