Community Development Block Grant Program
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Background

In 2012, U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) designated a portion of the Parkville

neighborhood as a Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area (NRSA) under the Federal Community Devel-

opment Block Grant program. Since then, more than $385,000 has been invested in programs and services

for residents and businesses in the area of health care, literacy instruction, and housing preservation loans.

The City also completed a comprehensive commercial study that provides a foundation for business expan-

sion and services, such as technical assistance and marketing to generate interest and grow the local econo-
my.

Program participants funded, and strategies undertaken, to date include:

e Rehabilitation of 9 rental units, raising the value of housing stock and providing secure housing for
Parkville families

e Development of marketing strategies such as helloParkville — a mobile app that promotes businesses
and residential opportunities in Parkville to retain and grow existing businesses by creating a mobile
phone app, and iBeacons — a strategy that allows individuals to get information about nearby sales,
events and activities

e English as a second language instructions are offered at the Parkville Library and Community Center,
helping over 100 residents improved their literacy and job skills

e Fundingis provided for a Registered Nurse at the Parkville Senior Center to provide free health care ser-
vices and screening 2-3 days a week, improving access to healthcare and healthier lifestyles for more
than 100 residents

e Small business technical assistance provided to 12 Parkville businesses offered by the University of
Hartford’s Entrepreneurial Center

e A commercial survey providing data for future business development in the neighborhood was conduct-
ed by Greatblue

Introduction

The City is committed to continue to pursue the goals identified in the November 2012 Substantial Amend-
ment to its 2010-2015 Five Year Consolidated Plan which established a NRSA in the Parkville neighborhood.
The Parkville NRSA includes approximately 222 contiguous acres on the City’s west side, bounded by the
West End, Asylum Hill, Frog Hollow, and Behind-the Rocks neighborhoods and the Town of West Hartford.

Our next initiative to achieve the overall goals of the NRSA program is to provide direct aid to small busi-
nesses in the Parkville neighborhood, in the form of a Parkville NRSA Small Business Micro Grant. Small
businesses that are for-profit, and have been in business for one or more years will be able to apply for a
one time micro grant in the amount up to $7,500.00 to support their growth goals.

The City’s goal in the Parkville NRSA is to stabilize the neighborhood, revitalize its commercial corridor, and
make the neighborhood attractive to private investors; thereby creating a vibrant neighborhood economy,
while growing jobs.



Program Eligibility and Requirements

1. This program is open to existing Hartford-based businesses within Parkville NRSA boundaries that meet
the requirements outlined by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) per CPD No-

Business Address must have a physical address in the Parkville NRSA; not a PO box, mail drop
or located in an Incubator or other temporary space (Parkville NRSA addresses attached)

Applicant(s) are not in arrears with state, federal or local taxes
Proof of business registration with CT Secretary of State

Business must be registered with City of Hartford Town Clerk’s Office (if business is operating
under a DBA different than Secretary of State registered name)

Business Owner must have a qualifying low/moderate household income
1 person— $ 46,100
2 people — $ 52,650
3 people — $ 59,250
4 people — $ 65,800
5 people— $ 71,100
6 people - $ 76,350
Be able to provide documentation to meet income requirements (Certified IRS tax forms)

Business must be a Microenterprise Business — Have 5 employees or less, including the own-
er

Be a for-profit business (non-profits are not eligible) and be in business (have been regis-
tered with the CT Secretary of States’ office) for at least 1 year or more

Grant amount — Up to $7,500

Criteria for Reviewing Grant Applications

Economic Impact

Examples include but are not limited to:

e Potential to grow capacity

e Potential to increase revenue

Management Plan

Examples include but are not limited to:

e Clarity and feasibility of request including budget, timeline and implementation plan
e Demonstrate plan’s likelihood of success—long term

Sustainability
Examples include but are not limited to:

e Plan’s ability to spark other investments
e Demonstrate sustainability of the plan

Grant Conditions

Payments shall be made to reimburse grantees for eligible expenses on a monthly basis or will be directly
made to third-party payees for equipment purchases.

Successful applicants are required to acknowledge the support of the City of Hartford in all promotional
materials related to the project (brochures, posters, programs, flyers, newsletters, websites, etc.) with the
City of Hartford logo, and the use of the phrase “supported by the City of Hartford, Neighborhood Revitali-
zation Strategy Area Grant Program: Luke Bronin, Mayor.” All expenditures must take place by March 30,
2017.



How to obtain a DUNS Number

To obtain a DUNS number, recipients can use the online web-form process at http://fedgov.dnb.com/
webform. For assistance, registrants should call toll free: 866-705-5711 — Press Option 4, Grantee.. The pro-
cess of obtaining a DUNS number is free for all entities doing business with the Federal government. Re-
sponses to web-form submittals online are generally returned within 1-2 business days, the process for ob-
taining a DUNS number using the telephone should take 10 to 15 minutes. The following information is re-
guested when applying for a DUNS number:

Legal company name

e Headquarters company name and address

e Trade-style or DBA company name

e Physical address: including city, state and zip code
e Mailing address

e Telephone number

e Contact name and title

e Number of employees at the companies physical location

When requesting a DUNS number be sure to use the Employer/Taxpayer Identification Number (EIN/TIN
and the Employer/Taxpayer Name) used when filing a return or making a payment to the Internal Revenue
Service (IRS). Organizations should also provide the Zip Code using the Zip Code plus four code (Zip+4). After
obtaining a DUNS number, you should wait 24 to 48 hours to register with the Central Contractor Registra-
tion (CCR) so that the records can become activated in the Dun and Bradstreet database.

If you are not sure if you already have a DUNS number, you can call the toll-free number, select option 4
and ask the operator if you already have a DUNS number at the specified address.
