QUALIFIED FOOD OPERATOR CERTIFICATION

The City of Hartford Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) offers training for those interested in
securing Qualified Food Operator (QFO) Certification. HHS uses training and examination materials developed
by the National Registry of Food Safety Professionals and meets the Connecticut Public Health Code
requirements for QFO certification for Class Il and IV food service establishments.

HHS QFO courses are taught by licensed Sanitarians who are certified food inspectors. All course offerings
begin at 8:15 AM and are held at Parker Memorial Community Center at 2621 Main Street in Hartford. The
course is $175 per person and includes a textbook, six-hour course, examination, and a National Registry of
Food Safety Professionals Certificate (for those individuals who pass the exam). Courses will be taught in
English, but textbooks can be made available in multiple languages. Payment must be received prior to the
class to reserve a space in the course. The re-test fee for failed exams is $80. If you have not previously
trained with HHS or would like to renew your expired QFO certificate, you will be required to attend the entire
six-hour class.
