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REMINDER FOR 17-YEAR-OLDS
NEWS AND COMMUNITY ADVISORY

(July 6. 2011) --- Hartford’s Registrars of Voters would like to remind the City’s
youngest voters of the Constitutional Amendment that passed in 2008 that allows 17-
year-olds who will be age 18 by Election Day that they can vote in the Primary for that
upcoming election.

This means that Hartford residents who are now 17-years-old but will be 18-years-old by
November 8, 2011, will be eligible to vote in the primary on September 13, 2011.

It does not however, allow them to vote on local referendums, Town Committee
primaries or participate in caucuses. Currently, Confirmation of VVoter Residence
documents will list 17-year-olds at the end of the Official Enrollment List with a
designation of their party affiliation, date of their 18" birthday, and the tag “Not yet 18.”
