Early Morning Execution of Search Warrants Net Firearm and Narcotics

Hartford — On October 9, 2009 at approximately 6:15 a.m., Detectives from the Hartford Police Department’s Vice and Narcotics
Division and Detectives from the CT State Police North Central Narcotics Task Force, with assistance from Southwest Conditions
personnel, conducted a joint operation serving four search warrants in the Capitol Ave. and James Street area.

At 75 James Street Apt. 1N Detectives form the Southwest Vice and Narcotics Unit developed information that individuals were
selling narcotics from this location and based on their investigation they obtained a search warrant. Hartford Police Emergency
Response Team personnel made entry at this location without incident. The search warrant resulted in the seizure of 100 bags of
heroin, one ounce of crack cocaine and $742.00.

The following two individuals were arrested:

*  Feliciano Delgado 7/23/85 105 Sherbrooke Ave. Hartford, CT apt. 48 who was charged with Possession of Narcotics,
P.W.L.T.S. Narcotics, and P.W.I.T.S. within 1500' of school.

*  Hector Dearce 8/27/80 118 Hillside Ave. Hartford, CT 2nd floor who was charged with Possession of Narcotics, P.W.L.T.S.
Narcotics, and P.W.I.T.S. within 1500' of school.

At 91 James Street apt. 3N Detectives of the Hartford Police Vice and Narcotics Division and members of the CT State Police
North Central Narcotics Task Force, developed information that individuals were selling narcotics from this location. Based on
their investigation they obtained a search warrant. Hartford Police Emergency Response Team personnel made entry at this
location without incident. The search warrant resulted in the seizure of four grams of heroin and one silver facsimile firearm.
Michael Lewis (9/01/56) of 37 Heath Street Hartford, CT 1st floor was arrested and charged with Possession of Narcotics.
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Photographs of the evidence seized from this location are available at this time.

At 1065 Capitol Avenue Apt. 1W, Detectives from the Northeast Vice and Narcotics Unit developed information that individuals
were selling narcotics from this location. Based on their investigation a search warrant was obtained and executed. Newington
Police Emergency Response Team personnel made entry at this location without incident. The search warrant resulted in the
seizure of 15 grams of marijuana, one gram of cocaine, $430.00, packaging material and scales.

He was charged with Possession of a Controlled Substance,
P.W.L.T.S. a Controlled Substance and Operating a Drug Factory.

a Controlled Substance, Operating a Drug Factory, Possession of Narcotics and P.W.I.T.S. Narcotics.

At 1058 Capitol Avenue Apt. B1, Detectives of the Southwest Vice and Narcotics Unit developed information that individuals
were selling narcotics from this location, They conducted an investigation and obtained a search warrant. Hartford Police Vice
and Narcotics personnel made entry at this location without incident. The search warrant resulted in the seizure of 1 1/4 oz. of
marijuana, $131.00 and a Smith and Wesson .22 caliber firearm with an obliterated serial number.

A juvenile, whose name is being withheld due to his age, was arrested and charged with Carrying a Pistol Without a Permit and
Possession of a Firearm with an Altered Identification Number.

In addition, Stephanie Rivera (6/27/89) 1058 Capitol Avenue, Apt B-1 was arrested and charged with Possession of a Controlled
Substance, P.W.I.T.S. Controlled Substance and Operating a Drug Factory.
